3.  Connecting VGA/Audio Extender Transmitter over Cat.5 

3.1  VAE-331T/VAE-334T/VAE-338T Transmitter Installation

· UTP Cable connected with Transmitter, in order to get the best display quality, please use Cat.5e or above Cable, and the cable connector is to connect to Transmitter output port ( RJ45 connector )
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· PC connected with Extender Transmitter:
a. Connects Transmitter VGA IN with VGA cable to VGA port of PC.

b. Connects Transmitter AUDIO IN to the Speaker Output Port of PC.

c. Connects Transmitter with external power adaptor DC5V.

d. VGA cable ( Male – Female ) 1.8 meter

e. Audio Stereo cable ( Male-Male ) 1.8 meter

· Cascadable Chain Connection
1-Port or 4-Port or 8-Port VGA Extender Transmitters could be done cascadable chaining to expand RJ45 ports distributing Video & Audio signals to receiver remote units.

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3.2 VAE-331R Remote Receiver Installation  ( optional )
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· UTP Cable connected with Receiver (VAE-331R), in order to get the best display quality, please use Cat.5e Cable, and the cable connector is to connect to 
Receiver VGA + Audio input port ( RJ45 )
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· Monitor Connection: 
Connects Receiver VAE-331R VGA cable connector and screwed tightly to 

VGA port of PC.

· Speaker Connection:

Connects the Speaker Stereo Plug to the Audio Stereo Jack of VAE-331R.
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· The Power Adaptor plugs to VAE-331R Power Jack ( DC 5V ).


4. Operation  ( VAE-331R Remote Receiver )
4.1 TEST FUNCTION:

4.1.1 PC POWER ON: Turn on PC power, and access PC into OS.

( If the monitor screen shown “ Out Of Range” or black, which means the resolution setting is not compliant with monitor, please adjust down PC resolution.)

4.1.2 MUSIC PLAY: Open music files, then play music, ensure external speaker is 
working as well.  

4.2  ADJUSTMENT:  

4.2.1 VIDEO ADJUSTMENT:

BRIGHTNESS SWITCH:

· Normal State : 

The normal state is suggested to use the Cat.5e cable length below 100 meter. 

· Fine State : 

The fine state is suitable for Cat.5e cable length over 100 meter, but if the screen is too bright interrupting seeing, please reverse switching to normal state.

AUDIO SWITCH:

· Stereo State : Stereo 2.1 Channel Sound
· Mono State : Normal Sound
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4.2.2 Brightness VR: Brightness Tuner

·  If the screen felt too dark, to increase tuning Brightness level.

( In case of non-working increasing brightness even tune Brightness VR upto Max. , please adjust Brightness Switch to Fine State, then restart tuning Brightness VR again. 

· The screen is feeling too much bright, please try tune down Brightness VR level.  

4.2.3 Focus VR: Focus Tuner

· If the screen is feeling misty, please tune Focus VR up to proper level.      

· If the screen is obviously shown tailing images, then try to tune down VR level. 

( Sometimes, to increase brightness lightly will be also working.)
